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Á Ask for explanation of need for program and integration of program on school sites with 
other after school programs.

Á Maintain all program content

Á Under “Community Learning Opportunities Strategy” added “Family Supportive Services” 

with activities that include parent education and workshops, peer-support, and 
kindergarten transition activities.  

Á Pre-K summer camp as a sub-strategy with partnerships with the school district and First      
5 Alameda is removed from the RFP for this funding cycle. (see kindergarten transition 
activities above under “Family Supportive Services”) 

After School 
Á After School funding is both for school sites with ASES or 21st Century funding and for 
 community-based sites.   
Á Funding to school sites is allocated in varied amounts depending on number of youth 

served; performance history as per OFCY evaluation, monitoring, and longevity of 
program on site; and level of CBO partnerships with youth development experience.  

Á Public agencies (including OUSD) can apply for ASES or 21st Century funding.  
Older Youth  
Á Ask for explanation of need for program and integration of program on school sites with 

other after school programs.

Edward Hanneman, Oakland Community After School Alliance, supported pre-k summer camps 
and requested clarification regarding the RFP language around charter school applicants, funding 
tiers, eligibility requirements for school sites and CBO’s around the enrichment and 
comprehensive after school strategies.  
 
Lorraine Espitallier, Evaluator, Native American Health Center, encouraged the POC to release a 
two year RFP to avoid negatively affecting community agencies that operate solely on grants. 
 
Hagar Berlin, Jumpstart for Young Children, Inc asked for clarification about 2-year funding and 
requirements for collaborations.
